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VISION STATEMENT 
 

     Cursillo is a method of spiritual re-
newal within the traditions and under-
standings of the Episcopal Church.  It is 
one of the tools to help people develop a 
balanced spirituality that includes the 
disciplines of prayer, worship, study and 
planned action in mission and ministry. 
 
     In response to the divine mystery of 
Christ’s love, we prayerfully offer to 
share with others the Cursillo method.  
It begins with a three-day weekend that 
is a short course in Christian faith and 
leads to the primary vehicles of the 
method: small group meetings dedicated 
to accountability and spiritual growth, 
and less frequent larger meetings that, 
through love, encourage Christian 
growth.
